The Church season of Easter lasts fifty days, beginning with Easter Sunday and ending on Pentecost (which means
“50”).  Following the penitential season of Lent and the solemn observances of Holy Week, Easter is a season of
celebration, feasting, and joy as the Church remembers and re-lives the joy and comforts of Jesus’ resurrection
appearances to His disciples.

The Scriptures inform us that “After His suffering, He showed Himself to His followers and gave many convincing proofs that He
was alive.  He appeared to them over a period of forty days and spoke about the Kingdom of God.”  After forty days, Our Lord
Jesus ascended into heaven, another feast day during the Easter season, which the Church celebrates as Ascension Day.

The resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ from the dead is a most significant reality and foundation of our faith.  Our
celebration of the season, coming as it does during a time when the earth is itself being renewed in spring, reinforces
our personal transformation in this life, and our hope for the life to come.  Daily scripture readings, spiritual
meditations, special decorations, meals, prayers, family fellowship are some suggestions for Easter season
celebrations.

While each of us celebrates in our own way, our coming together for worship and communion each Sunday is a
wonderful observance that connects us with Our Risen Lord and with Christians everywhere.

Our worship life prepares and empowers us for Mission and Ministry together.

As I am sure you probably heard many times on the

Thanks also go out to Danny
Donnelly for his engineering and installation of the
system.

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It’s Friday, But Don’t Worry Because
Sunday is Coming -

This is Easter weekend and around the world
Christians will remember the death and
resurrection of Christ in worship services. (April
11, 2009)

While Christmas is significant in that it
represents the impact of Christ coming to the
world, it is Easter Sunday that represents the
very foundation of the Christian faith: That Christ
didn't merely come or even die a martyr's death.
He overcame death in the resurrection.

On this rests the very veracity of Christianity.  If
this is true, there is reason for celebration and
joy.  If this event didn't happen, then the
Christian faith is a dead and deadly delusion and
its followers are to be pitied for giving such
energy and devotion to a broken promise and an
empty religious ritual.

All that Easter is can be summed up in the
simple message I heard years ago from an
elderly minister who delivered a sermon called
"It's Friday, but don't worry, because Sunday's
coming."

The various pains and heartaches faced by
people in their human existence are just
the  "Fridays of our life — days we are
laid low by a diagnosis of disease, by
the loss of a job, by the

death of a friend, by the pain of
rejection.  It's Friday, but don't
worry, because Sunday is
coming… and when Sunday
comes, even death will die — the
darkest of our Fridays will become a Sunday of
new life."

This Easter, many Americans have lost jobs;
there is fear about the future.  Will I be able to
make my rent payments, put food on the table,
overcome the disease that I just learned about?

Be careful not to get too wrapped up in the
doom and gloom of those who will tell you how
bad your Fridays are — because Sunday is
coming!  Yes, there are wars, our government
seems to have abandoned the basic premises of
individual liberty and none of us can be assured
that all our treasures won't vanish in an instant
— whether by theft, by tax or by the foolishness
of those we trusted to care for them.

It may be Friday, but don't worry because
Sunday's coming.

If you are a person of authentic faith, don't give
in to the prophets of pessimism.  The worst thing
that can happen to you is to die.  That's Friday,
but Sunday's coming.

That's Easter.  It's why I refuse to dig a hole to
hide in; I'll look for a mountain for climb and wait
until Sunday.

Lois Reed
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You are invited to join the men of the
congregation in study of the Lord’s Word!  We
meet the first and third Monday of the month at
6:30 p.m.  We have one more session in joining
the Well Women for “Who am I?  What am I
doing here?”  Look for announcements for our
next subject of study.  Find and  bring a friend!
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I understand what an Elder in the Lutheran
church is, having been one in half a dozen
different churches over my lifetime. Out of
curiosity I checked on the word "emeritus" and
found the definition "retired because of age but
retained in an honorary position". I appreciate
the honor, but that didn't answer the question on
mind, which was " On what subjects am I
entitled to express my opinions in the columns of
this newsletter?" I have pretty well confined
myself to religious subjects where I could look to
the Bible to back up my opinions. However,
today I am going to write about two subjects
which I can't find covered in any detail in any of
my religious resources. . These are genealogies
and personal memoirs.
All of my grandparents came to the States in the
mid and late 19th century from various states in
Europe. I say:'states' because (to the surprise of
most people:). there was no political entity
known as Germany prior to 1871.
There were many German speaking people who
were living in states, duchies, colonies,
principalities, or other political divisions which
were not then, or later, a part of what we now
think of as Germany. Mine came from West
Prussia (a part of Prussia...now Poland),
Holstein and Schleswig (Danish until 1864) . My
wife's ancestors came from the Kingdom of
Bavaria and some from Denmark. All of them
spoke various German dialects. That's your
geography lesson for today.
My parents, and my aunts and uncles, all spoke
German when the families got together. I never
learned the languaqe because it was not taught
it.
American schools for many years after WWI. My
parents never talked about their ancestors even
though many of my aunts and uncles had come
from Europe. Consequently, I never learned
anything about my ancestry until I was almost 30
and my mother was upset when she would
speak about certain relatives and I would ask
who she was speaking of. She informed me that
they were my cousins. I retaliated that no one
had ever explained that to me, and that if she
would tell me everything she knew about my
relatives I would make up a chart and improve
our future conversations.
She agreed to do so, but frankly, she didn't know
a lot about them either.
That started my interest in genealogy. It wasn't
really genealogy because I didn't get dates,
places, etc., but it was a start. Then Edna and I
produced four grandchildren for our parents and
we ourselves got so busy in raising a family that

I was unable to pursue ancestry further. I believe
it was my daughter Tamara (remember, I'm 92
and my memory isn't perfect), came home from
college and asked, "Where are all those index
cards you have listing all of your relatives?" We
dug them out of the closets. She made new
charts My interest was renewed. Since I was
travelling most of the U.S. by this time I took
advantage of that to meet my scattered
relatives.
This copy of the newsletter covers two
months.... therefore I assume that if this gets too
long the editor will excuse it.
When I retired in 1979 and moved to San Diego
I picked up the Tribune one morning and read
that some group was organizing Genealogy
classes for Senior citizens. I suggested to Edna
that we ought to attend one and see what it was
all about. We both became obsessed with the
subject and soon found ourselves on the board
of directors for the newly founded German
Research association. We made 7 or 8 trips to
Germany (ostensibly to visit our oldest
daughter), but also covered visits to Bavaria,
Denmark, and Schleswig-Holstein in search of
living relatives and Lutheran church records that
were not available in the U.S. We acquired
many records and a tremendous amount of
photocopies from church records going back to
1575 for me and even further for Edna. (I'm
trying to remember that this is a newsletter....not
a book).
As "adopted grandfather" for the fifth and six
grades I have spoken on genealogy and
encouraged the children to get information and
dates from their parents while they are alive. It's
a lot easier that way than searching blindly after
they have died.
Now to the second part of this column. I kept a
journal of sorts most of the years since I
graduated from High School. I regret that I
missed a few years. However, after I retired I
decided that I would write my memoirs for the
benefit of my children. These would cover all
aspects of my life, and would probably answer a
lot of questions they hadn't even asked. This
project took me years.....and I add to it every
year....with the intention of giving each of the
children a copy of this big book after my death. I
have relented of my original intentions and have
begun giving them copies of the first six
chapters so far....out of a total of 35. As I
suspected, I got requests for more details.
......and comments of "Why didn't you tell me this
before?"
My usual answer is "I did, but you weren't
listening".
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The reason for covering this subject now is that
I'd like to encourage each of you to work on a
similar project for your children. I'm sure they'll
appreciate it. I regret that I never convinced
Edna to write a similar story of her life. I'm sure it
would have included some answers to questions
I never asked.
Now, back to legitimate "echoes". Many of you
will be going on vacations in the next few
months. I feel obliged to remind you that the
expenses of the church go on whether you are
here or not. May I suggest that you submit half
of your normal contributions before you depart,
and the second half when you return. And be
certain to attend church services while you are
gone.

The adult Bible class has finished studying the
Gospel according to Luke. I have a variety of
things I want to cover in the next few weeks.
Then we'll get back to studying another book of
the Bible. I'm open to suggestions. And those of
you who haven't been attending are invited to fill
the chairs of our normal attendees while they
are on vacation....and permanently if you like.
I'll be happy to personally answer any of the
questions I may have raised by writing this
particular column.

Portals of Prayer
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MY TAINTED BLOOD
by Hubert C. Kueter

A couple newsletters
ago we looked at the
current One Book/One
San Diego title for 2009
called THE ZOO KEEPER’S WIFE.  That was
the story of a Polish couple who hid Jewish
refugees in their zoo during World War II.  The
above title has a similar story to tell but is
equally well worth the read.

Herbert Keuter’s semi-fictionalized
autobiography covers a brief eighteen-month
period when he was 15 and 16 years old and
tells the story of survival in wartime and post-war
Germany as a half-Jewish teenager.  The
anxieties of being sent off to a concentration
camp played second fiddle to finding enough to
eat.  The overall deprivation and bleakness of
this historical period fade into the background as
young “Horst” time and time again, manages to
come home with the raw materials for both
survival and the occasional feast. Robin Hood
plus Reynard the Fox were the two role models
that helped him outwit the authorities and
consistently provide food for an extended family.
The combination of his lyrically described meals,
a wonderful theme of the importance of music in
their troubled lives, his poignant romance with
the talented Brigitte and the tales of masculine
courage are an unbeatable tale.  He even
provides many of the recipes!

Horst’s tale is told against the backdrop of his
mother’s very detailed and lucid diary entries
which serve as a type of narrative base for his
remarkable adventures.  You will be surprised to
find she worried about many of the same things
every mother encounters in raising a teen-ager
alone.

Some of his toughest challenges come when
Germany has surrendered and, one would
suppose, things would get easier.  In fact the
opposite happens as the country slips into the
virtual anarchy of a black market economy
where Jews, ex-Nazis, Poles, Russians, and
Americans all mingle in a soupy (adjective
intended) mix of comedy and intrigue.

This one has been added to our home library so
let me know if you would like to read it.  There is
only one requirement.  In exchange you must
invite us to share one of the wonderful German
desserts described in the text – preferably one
with lots of whipped cream.  And finally a note at
the end tells the reader that the author
eventually made it to the United States where he
secured his PhD at the University of Michigan

and taught German language and literature at
Colby College from 1965 to 1997.  In 1975 he
opened the Johann Sebastian B Restaurant in
Oakland, Maine of which he was the
owner/manager/chef from 1975 to 2003
